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WHAM Art Center invites artists of all backgrounds and . '
experience levels to submit work for Through the Looking m
Glass, an exhibition celebrating creativity, interpretation,
and the many ways we see the world.

This exhibition encourages artists to look beyond the obvious and explore perspective in all its
forms—literal, emotional, symbolic, or imagined. Works may reflect personal experiences, dreams,
memories, storytelling, abstraction, or alternative viewpoints. Artists are invited to interpret the theme
freely and in whatever way feels meaningful to their practice.

We welcome artwork that explores ideas such as perception, reflection, transformation, imagination, and
the unexpected. Submissions may be realistic, abstract, conceptual, whimsical, or experimental. All
interpretations are encouraged, and there is no single correct way to respond to the theme.

All media are welcome, including painting, drawing, sculpture, ceramics, photography, fiber arts,
printmaking, mixed media, and more.

Whether your work captures a moment of clarity, a shift in perspective, or an entirely imagined world, we
invite you to share your vision.

Step beyond the familiar—what do you see when you look through the glass?

Awards
Awards will be selected by the Juror and announced at the exhibition reception. Artists are not required to
be present to be considered for awards.

Exhibition Calendar

e Submission deadline: Entries and fees due on Aug 17, 2026 at midnight.
e Notification of acceptance: Entrants will be notified of acceptance/non-acceptance by Aug 23,
2026, midnight.
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e Drop off art: All accepted local entries must be delivered at WHAM on Sep 2, 2026 from 10 am - 2
pm.

e Deadline for shipped art: All accepted, shipped artwork must arrive at WHAM no later than Aug 31,

2026.

Exhibition on display: Sep 3 through Sep 29, 2026.

Exhibition reception: TBD

Pick-up artwork: Unsold artwork must be picked up on Sep 30, 2026 from 10 am - 12 pm.

Shipped artwork returned: Unsold art will be returned to the participating artists Oct 5, 2026

through Oct 12, 2026.

Eligibility & Artwork Requirements

e The exhibition is open to artists of all levels, ages 18+, residing in the United States. All media are
eligible, including painting, drawing, photography, printmaking, ceramics, sculpture, mixed media,
collage, and recycled or upcycled art, and both 2D and 3D works are welcome.

e All artwork must be original, created by the submitting artist, and completed within the past three
years. Al-generated artwork is not eligible, and artwork previously shown at WHAM Gallery will not
be accepted.

Size & Weight

e Wall-hung work may not exceed 4 feet in any direction and must weigh no more than 30 Ibs.
e Free-standing work must be stable, fit through a standard 36” doorway, and weigh no more than 50
Ibs. Larger free-standing works may be accepted if safely accommodated.

Presentation

e Wall-hung pieces must be delivered ready to hang, equipped with a secure hanging wire; sawtooth
hangers are not accepted.
All work must be gallery-ready and demonstrate good craftsmanship.

e Accepted works may not be substituted and must closely match submitted images; poorly
presented work may be disqualified.

Submission Requirements

e Allentries must be submitted through EntryThingy. You can access it in two ways:

o 1.Gotothe WHAM website at www.wham-art.org, click the GALLERY button, then Call for
Art.

o 2.Godirectly towww.entrythingy.com and find WHAM'’s Call for Entries. If you are new to
EntryThingy, you can create a free account.

e Entry fee: $40 for five (5) entries. A series or set of related pieces may be submitted as a single
entry, counted as one of the five. Payment of the entry fee signifies the artist’s acceptance of all
terms and conditions and is non-refundable. Submission of an application and fee does not
guarantee acceptance. Online payment is by credit card or PayPal only by paying here:

and select the “Through the Looking Glass Call for Art: $40”

e Allimages must be JPEG or PNG format, between 1 MB to 5 MB with a resolution of 72 dpi.

e Eachentry requires at least one image and the following information:
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Title
Materials
Dimensions (H x W x D in inches)
Year Completed
o Price (all entries must be for sale)
e Files should be labeled as FirstNameLastName__EntryNumber.jpg (e.g., JohnSmith__2.jpg). These
digital images are viewed by Jurors and Curators during the selection process.
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Sales of Artwork -

e ALL artwork must be for sale. Artists must list a specific price and not indicate "Upon Request."
Artwork must remain in the Gallery for the full duration of the exhibition.

e For any artwork sold, WHAM Art Center retains a 25% commission, and the artist receives 75% of
the retail price. Retail prices are set by the artist during the EntryThingy submission process.

e Payments for sales are paid around the 15th of the following month.

Terms and Conditions

e WHAM Art Center, including its staff and volunteers, will take reasonable care with all artwork but
assumes no responsibility for loss, theft, damage, or hazards of any kind, whether on display or in
transit. Artists are responsible for insuring their own work.

e Participating artists are also responsible for all costs of shipping, delivery, and return. Unless
hand-delivered, artwork must be securely packed in a reusable box or crate with appropriate
packing materials.

e Allsales will be managed through the WHAM Gallery; artists may not arrange sales independently.
Artwork must be delivered ready to hang/install with proper wiring (no sawtooth hangers).
Unclaimed work will incur a $5/week storage fee; after 30 days it will be donated to charity.

By applying, artists agree to these terms and grant WHAM permission to use images of their
artwork for promotional purposes.

Shipping and Delivery

e Artists are responsible for all shipping, delivery, and insurance costs. Detailed instructions will be
sent with the Notification of Acceptance.

e 3D/ceramic/sculptural artwork must be securely packed with bubble wrap in a sturdy, reusable
carton (double-boxing recommended) and shipped via UPS or FedEx only; USPS is not accepted. All
shipments must include a prepaid return label with barcodes—no credit cards, Airbills, or links.
Artwork without a return label will not be returned and will be donated.

Settlement for any damage that occurs in transit is the responsibility of the artist and the carrier.
